BOARD MEETING, OCTOBER 2, 2007

MINUTES OF MEETING

Present at the meeting were:  President Susan Bladorn, Vice President June Brock, Treasurer Shirley Marie Raven, Peter Mar, Phyllis Wilson, Ira Rosenberg, Helen Pilgrim, Margaret Atchison, Caty Giovinco, Laurel Crenshaw, Sue Church, and visiting member Kirk Donavin.

Meeting called to order by President Susan Bladorn.  June read the mission statement.  The minutes of the previous meeting were accepted as on email.

Treasurer’s Report:  See attached.  Net Income is $1,421.55.  The checking account has a balance of $8,143.43.  The savings accounts total $18,900.44.  Shirley Marie reported that the checking account has been moved to Bank of America.  She will be moving all the accounts there as they come due.  Bank of America is much more accommodating than US Bank was.  She is making sure that we are getting the best interest rates that we can.

Phyllis is handling the audit this year.  She reported that she has the information in her office but hasn’t had time yet to do the audit.  There is no information from the chapters except from North thanks to Helen Pilgrim.  Phyllis will contact all the chapters.

President’s Report:  She did not hand out anything written.  Needs someone to attend the affiliate President’s meeting in Washington, DC on November 9, 2007.  Phyllis will check her calendar and see if she is available that way she can talk to them about the membership reporting problems.  If she is not available, D. Sue Church will be available to go.

There was some question about supplying a mailing list of ORSEA members to ORCPA Society.  They wanted to get it to send out flyers for a class.  Laurel refused to give it because she didn’t believe that it should be supplied to anyone.  The Membership Committee will draft a policy to bring back to the Board for our consideration.

Director Reports:  North Director Ira Rosenberg and Helen Pilgrim presented a written report.  See attached.  Beverly Stone has turned over the MAC bookkeeping records to Helen who is now a signing authority on the bank account.  They have a balance of $2,052.88.  They submitted financials to the treasurer on August 13, 2007.  Ira has signed the meeting contracts for the 2010 convention with Oxford Suites.

Central Director:  Margaret Atchison—No fall meetings.  She reported that JoLene Swint from the Department of Revenue would travel all the state to explain the Oregon settlement offers.

South Director:  Phyllis reported that South would host a seminar on October 24, 2007, at Seven Feathers in Canyonville.  Steve Cyr will give 4 hours of education.  The South chapter will install their officers for the year.  

At Large Director:  Laurel Crenshaw said that she had nothing new to report.  Kirk will help to get something going for the Eugene area.

Committee Reports:

Communications:  Peter Mar provided written information.  See attached.  Peter handed out “Draft” of Guidelines for Content of Communications.  This is to be reviewed and voted on later.

The website will be updated by Ira.  Thank you, Ira.

Scholarships:  Dale Marino, Joe Anthony and Feral Blaney were all given scholarships for NTPI this year.

Conventions: 2008 Denise who was not present at the meeting will chair convention.  It will be May 19-22 at the Valley River Inn in Eugene.

2009 Convention will be chaired by Margaret Atchison in Bend at the Riverhouse.

2010 Convention will be chaired by Ira Rosenberg and Helen Pilgrim at the Oxford Suites in Jantzen Beach in Portland.

2011 Convention will be chaired by Barbara Craven who was not present, at the Phoenix Inn in Salem.

Education Committee:  Susie Gregory is working with Denise to get the education for the May seminar detailed.

Media/Public Relations—Michael Addington was not present.  We will need a new chairman as Michael is handling some serious family problems.  Kirk Donavin has stepped up to the plate and will chair the committee.  Thank you.  Ira will be on the committee.

Ethics:  Nothing to report.

Government Relations:  Margaret led the discussion about the IRS practitioners’ forum.  Who will attend and how many.  She will make sure that we get our money for helping to sponsor.

Laurel also reported on State meetings.  See attached.

Barbara Craven was not present and so information on the Tax Board.

By Laws Committee:  Caty reported that the NAEA has adopted revised by-laws.  Caty sees no differences between ORSEA and NAEA by-laws.  She will continue to work on by-laws with Ira on the computer.

Membership Committee:  Phyllis has received no information from NAEA since August.  

Mentor program—Phyllis is going to send new member names to members of the membership committee to contact as mentors.  

Phyllis stressed that members can only use 4 of the $5 education certificates per year.

There has been no brochure recently and so Phyllis will print up on a sheet of paper.

Nominating committee:  No report.

Strategic Planning:  Peter had no written report.  The plan at one point was to get more electronic conversations and communication.  This has been done and is continuing.  Peter will continue to work on.

Barry brought in the Tax Book order and asked about the credit card billing.  We will not do this year as we are changing banks and are not set up at Bank of America to do this.  After some discussion about the logistics of this project, Barry decided that he could not keep offering the service to the Organization, as some of the members did not appreciate that he was paying the shipping from his own pocket.  It is now up to each member to order their own books, pay their own shipping, and hope that the TAX BOOK sends us our $5 per book.

Shirley Marie brought up that we had discussed doing our own billing for dues and sending the National dues to NAEA.  After some discussion, Phyllis moved that for the present time ORSEA would not pursue our own billing for dues.  Shirley Marie and Helen Pilgrim seconded.  Voted on and passed.

Caty moved to adjourn.  Helen seconded.  Meeting adjourned.
